Get to know Anne better by reading her story:

I was born into a big Catholic family on the first day of summer at the foot of the San Gabriel
Mountains, near the Whittier River in California. My time and place in the natural world has
been an important connection throughout my life. | received a wonderful education at the
University of San Francisco, a Jesuit institution, where |1 majored in theology and prepared for
ordination in those heady days of the late 1970s, when we thought that Catholic women might
soon be ordained. Then I worked in Catholic high schools and met my first love, just out of the
convent. Gradually, I entered a period of spiritual exile, as | realized there could be no
authentic place for me in the Roman Catholic Church. | earned a Ph.D. in psychology from
UCLA, and then completed my psychology license, while developing a specialization in mind-
body medicine and community mental health. During this time, | was dean of three campuses
for the community college where | have worked for the past 21 years. When it was time for me
to become a college president, however, | knew I did not want to be that and | looked for a
different direction for the flow of my leadership.

On a retreat with Thich Nhat Hanh, in the early 90s, I received my Buddhist precepts. In
Buddhism, I learned a slow and patient approach to spiritual practice, and a much greater

tolerance for the world as it is. | did not expect to be part of a Christian Church again, but

came back to Church almost a decade ago now to support my priest partner, Elizabeth

Davenport. In the Episcopal Church I found a Church that was liturgically similar to the
Roman Catholic Church (and that is what
refreshing ways and truly welcoming to all. Soon after I returned to the Church, my old sense

of call was reawakened. For the past seven years, | have followed this path, sponsored for
ordination by St. Johnds Cathedral, Los
introduced to Jim Steen by a mutual friend, and Jim welcomed me to SPR, which has been my
spiritual home in Chicago.

I continue to teach philosophy and psychology full time for my California college, but now
entirely online. I am also concurrently a Visiting Scholar at Georgetown Medical School and at
the University of Chicago Divinity School, where | have been doing interdisciplinary research
on neuroscience, religion, and ecology. | hope to complete a book on these intersecting topics
this year. At the heart of these intersections, is, | think, spiritual practicefi in our case, the
liturgical life of the church, that places us over and over again in our rightful context, that of
membership in a web of relationships rooted in and growing towards God. So it is with great
joy that I take on the liturgical role of Deacon at SPR to support our shared life in the work of
Christ in the world. 7

In response to the announcement by our Rector, Jim Steen, of his intention to retire
in the first quarter of 2010, be it resolved that the Vestry of St. Paul & the Redeemer:

Call Susan Tamborini Czolgosz to serve as its Consultant to assist St. Paul & the
Redeemer through a systematic search process leading to the discernment and call of
the next Rector and commit funds not to exceed $3,000 as compensation for Ms.
Czolgosz;

In consultation with the Wardens and Rector, appoint a Search Committee to seek
out a new Rector and to recommend a candidate for that position to the Vestry;

Instruct the Search Committee to name Peter Lane as the only candidate for the
position until such time as either Fr. Lane discerns that he should withdraw from the
search process or the Search Committee decides not to recommend to the Vestry
that Fr. Lane be called as Rector.

After further discussion, the vestry unanimously passed the resolution.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 pm (followed by champagne).
