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Dear friends, 

In just three-and-a-half weeks Lent begins, and I have been thinking, quite 
naturally, about a built-in paradox with which Lent presents me and many 
others: On the one hand, I am drawn to the rituals of Lent, while on the 
other, if I look at them too closely, they are likely to clash with my theology.  
To clarify what I have in mind, let’s look at the Liturgy for Ash Wednesday, 
which, by the way, I invite every one of you to participate in with countless 
others around the world, as the way the Church gives us to begin Lent. 

In this liturgy, it’s scarcely an exaggeration to say that we grovel before God.  We recite a Psalm 
(#51) that contains lines like this: Wash me through and through from my wickedness * and 
cleanse me from my sin…. Indeed, I have been wicked from my birth, * a sinner from my 
mother’s womb.  Then we participate in a form of confession that omits virtually nothing from 
the list of ways we alienate God and others; and finally we smear ashes on our foreheads with 
the words ―Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return.‖ 

I do not believe that God needs for us to grovel in order to forgive us or to eliminate the 
barriers that divide us.  I always appeal to the Prodigal Son’s father, who far from holding back 
his love (The older brother does plenty of that!), rushes out to the son and embraces him.  But 
having said this, what I also believe is that we need to do this – to engage in acts of repentance 
and self-denial, as well as needing to remind ourselves that we are mortal – in order to restore 
our relationship with God and God’s Creation. 

That’s the point of Lent: to reestablish our rightful relationship to God, to others, and to all of 
Creation.  That’s the reason for confession, for the ashes, for ―giving something up‖ that we 
normally depend on, but we don’t really need.  And it’s the reason to engage in acts of love, 
whether they take the form of contributing to one of the opportunities we will provide at SPR 
this Lent, or of reaching out to someone who needs our embrace or whom we have failed to 
love in the past. 

That we have a problem scarcely needs to be pointed out: with billions of unearned dollars 
going to those who need it least and at the expense of those who need it most, with wars raging 
around the world, and with our planet’s very existence in jeopardy, our need for a renewal of 
right relationships is all too clear.  Keeping a Holy Lent won’t resolve these enormous issues, 
but it may reorient us, so that we can become more effectively part of the solution.

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Greetings: 

My second son, Connor John Lane, was born on January 7. He and his 
brother Simon are a great blessing to me. In the days after Connor was so 
bravely and beautifully birthed by my wife Erin, I found again one of my 
favorite prayers in the Book of Common Prayer. It is part of a little service 
called ―Thanksgiving for a Child‖ beginning on page 440. I commend the 
whole service to you. But let me quote the prayer: 

O God, you have taught us through your blessed Son that whoever receives a little child 
in the name of Christ receives Christ himself:  We give you thanks for the blessing you 
have bestowed upon this family in giving them a child. Confirm their joy by a lively 
sense of your presence with them, and give them calm strength and patient wisdom as 
they seek to bring this child to love all that is true and noble, just and pure, lovable and 
gracious, excellent and admirable, following the example of our Lord and Savior, Jesus 
Christ. Amen. 

Three things stand out to me. First, that we learn about Christ in the weakness and 
unquestioned trust of a child. Total vulnerability like Connor’s is not what I usually associate 
with God. But perhaps particularly as we approach Lent Connor can remind me that our God 
is a God revealed in weakness. 

Second, I note that the prayer asks for calm strength and patient wisdom. It encourages me to 
be a father whose strength is exhibited not through toughness but through calm. Calm strength 
neither overindulges nor seeks squelching power. We all know that parents need patience. But 
patient wisdom suggests more than just outlasting our children’s fussiness or annoyingness; 
parenting is not merely an endurance contest but can be rich for those whose fortitude comes 
from a deep sense of understanding. Is this not an image for how God relates to us?  It makes 
me want to set up one of those screensavers that has words scrolling across the screen: ……
calm strength…..patient wisdom…..calm strength……patient wisdom….   

Thirdly, the final sentence of the prayer nearly brings me to tears when I consider the hopes 
and dreams I have for Simon and Connor. I want to be the type of dad whose actions and 
words lead my children to love what is true and noble, just and pure, lovable and gracious, 
excellent and admirable. Actually, I want to be the kind of person that seeks to live that way. 

Connor’s birth reminds me once again that I am conspicuously blessed. No small part of that 
blessing is having the opportunity for Connor and Simon to begin their lives’ journeys in the St. 
Paul and the Redeemer community. The little ways the parish has supported us in Connor’s 
early days have made that clear.

During hospitality after the 9:15 and 11:15 services on 
Sunday, February 22, the last Sunday before Lent, we 
celebrate a little bit of decadence with rich Russian 
blini. Blini are sort of like pancakes, sort of like 
blintzes. We’ll enjoy them with the traditional fixings: 
sour cream, jam, caviar, and smoked fish.  

Did You Know?  
Blini are the traditional treat of Maslenitsa, 
a Russian festival celebrating the last week 
before the Great Lent in the Orthodox 
Church. But unlike in Western Christianity, 
Orthodox Christians build up to their 
Lenten Fast by observing a three-week pre-
Lent season, during which they gradually 
eliminate earthly pleasures. By the week of 
Maslenitsa, Orthodox Christians are 
already abstaining from meat. Maslenitsa is 
the last week in which they can enjoy dairy 
and eggs before giving those up for Lent.  
This is why blini are eaten right before Lent. 

The Big Questions

month, educator Charlie Cooper shows us new ways of 
answering (and asking!) old questions. Our goal is to 
become better learners of our faith rather than merely good 
students of it by thinking of different ways to tackle the big 
questions about God, justice, and existence.

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A Change of Seasons 
Dent Davidson, Associate for Music & Liturgy 

Once again we prepare for a change of season in the Church. As we move through 
February we will approach our yearly journey of Lent. Some notable changes will occur in 
our regular pattern of worship. As you enter the nave and pass by the font, you will note 
the absence of water. This is traditionally the season of preparing catechumens for the 
sacrament of Baptism. The font will contain sand, symbolizing our thirst for God (see 
Psalm 42 on prior page) and the desert journey or retreat that marked the beginning of 
Jesus’ ministry. These forty days have the power to help us recognize the deep yearning 
we have for God, and of God’s yearning for us to return. 

Since Lent is our season of self-examination and repentance, our Eucharistic liturgies will 
begin with the Penitential Order, reminding us that God not only put the Law on stone 
tablets, but also wrote it deep in our hearts. The organ will, for the most part, fall silent 
during this season. We will depend mostly upon the building’s acoustic and one another 
to ―sing the songs of Zion‖ (see Psalm 137 above) on our journey. The psalms will be 
sung to a common plainchant each week, and music will have more simplicity. There will 
also be a more pronounced use of silence for reflection. 

A blessed Lenten Journey! 

Chanted Morning Prayer: Wednesdays at 7:30 a.m. 
All through Lent, we will chant the full Morning Prayer office. We use 
very simple chants, so no musical expertise is necessary. Come explore 
this ancient tradition, come join in morning fellowship with friends, and 
come center your week and your work on God. We meet every 
Wednesday morning in the Chapel off the parking lot. After the service, 
we gather for coffee and bagels in the Byllesby Room. For more 
information, contact Adam Yates (aby@sp-r.org).
